Ljiljana Đinđinović, executive producer of the Festival:

BREAKING THE RECORDS THIS YEAR TOO
Thirteen years of work, thousands of applied programmes so far, numerous participants and guests from all over the world and the reputation we have built slowly, but undoubtedly, show that the International TV Festival Bar is becoming one of the greatest media events in Europe. 

Its objective since its beginning in 1995 has always been to present and encourage television creative work through a review of the best quality programmes from all over the world, as well as to develop cooperation among televisions of the region and Europe, to establish programme and institutional connections and to inspire making cooperation among productions from different countries. 

I am truly proud to see the Festival break its last year's record: this year 170 programmes have been applied from 31 countries, some of them participating for the first time independently or in co-productions, such as Cuba and Lebanon. Hence, programmes have been applied from 4 continents, 88 productions and televisions, which altogether sets the record in respect of the number of programmes, number of productions as well as the number of countries participating in the Festival.

The selection committee selected 65 programmes for the official selection: 18 programmes on ecology, 19 TV films and 28 documentaries. 

The official programme will be broadcast in the screening room of the hotel as well as on the local television, which became a tradition for the Festival. Thus the citizens of Bar will be able to watch all the programmes enjoying the comfort of their homes. The jury consisting of 5 members will select the best programmes. 

I would like to note that beside the awards given by the jury, there is the award of the audience of Bar this year too, which is given by the jury consisting of the renowned citizens of Bar. Bar TV Festival is also recognizable for its numerous accompanying programmes. I am not unfolding the details, but I would like to emphasize that a great fashion show lies ahead of us, a long awaited premiere of a feature film, a very interesting exhibition of photographs, excursions where we will get the opportunity to meet each other better and to present the beauties of Bar and the surroundings and many other amusing programmes.

To our great content, a workshop will be organized this year too. Professor Nevenka Redžić Toth from Canada will be running the workshop with drama students from all the countries of the Former Yugoslavia with a topic “Documentaries and the styles – from an idea to its realization”. The objective of the workshop is to make a short documentary on Bar in three days of theory and practice, which will be broadcast at the Closing ceremony as the first production attempt of the Festival.

Given all these, I am certain that the Thirteenth International TV Festival Bar will succeed in satisfying the tastes of the choosiest guests from the world of media and film art, but also of all admirers of communication, production and film.

THE FESTIVAL SELECTION COMMITTEE
GORAN TODOROVIĆ (BiH)

Graduated from the Faculty of Political Science at the University in Sarajevo. Published the following books: “Sarajevo – the chronicle of the burnt illusions”, in German and Italian and a book of travel reportages “The Lost World”. For several years he was a chief of the correspondent office "Slobodna Dalmacija" from BiH; during the war he was a reporter for the Alternative and informative network and a daily "Večer"; he published articles and cooperated with several newspapers and magazines, including "Feral Tribune", "Vreme", "Start", "BiH Dani", "Oslobođenje". As a “free lancer” he published travel reportages and photographs; as a cameraman, scriptwriter, director, and an executive producer he shot a film series “Pearls of the East” about the countries of Asia, covering Cambodia, Indonesia, East Timor and Vietnam. 
He set up his first independent exhibition of photographs with the title “The lost world”, in Sarajevo in 2004. The photographs were taken during many years of travelling throughout the countries of Central and South America. He shot a film series of travel reportages with the same title, showing Peru, Guatemala, Guyana and Cuba. He is in charge of the activities of the Centre for Investigative Journalism and media education within Mediacentre Sarajevo, an organization whose primary objective is to support the development of independent and professional journalism in BiH by issuing publications, research of media, public relations training, TV and audio productions and organizing cultural activities. 
Under the aegis of the United Nations and NGO CARE International he participated in the international humanitarian interventions and expert training in the East Timor, Bosnia, Cambodia, Indonesia, Zimbabwe and Haiti.

OPINION ON THE SELECTION:

Many films we saw are characterized by themes having to do with local peculiarities, and unfortunately, far less of them are with universal, easily recognizable issues, those which can be easily "read" in other countries and cultures as well.

A few films presented indeed a very pleasant surprise, so there were moments when we were unable to get away from the screen. 
I must admit that I was really sceptical that we would manage to see all 170 films submitted to the Festival in 5 days, and that we would manage to assess them objectively. However, I am glad that we set up distinct standards and, I think we did a good job.
JANKO BALJAK (SERBIA)

Born on 21 November in 1965 in Belgrade. His graduation work, black comedy "A long life of the married couple Kos" was produced by drama programme of Radio Television Belgrade and was delightfully received both by the audience and the critics. This drama was broadcast with success on French national television. He won the award Milo Đukanović as the best student of direction in his generation. He is the author of dozens of television programmes on culture and art. In the 90s and in the first years of the 21st century he worked on documentaries.

He is the author of a series of films which were successfully broadcast both in the country and abroad. He is one of the founders and main authors of film production B 92 which came about in 1993. Since September 1995, he was employed as an assistant lecturer on probation, and then as an assistant lecturer to Professor Goran Marković at the first year of film direction. In September 2003 he became a senior lecturer at this Faculty. He is currently lecturing on a documentary and application film. He has been an art director of Belgrade Festival of Documentary and Short Film since 2008. 
Among the significant programmes in the last few years, the following programmes have singled out: "Anatomy of Pain", 2000 (Grand Prix and the award of FIPRESCI 47th Festival of Yugoslav Documentary and Short Film); "The Dead are Killing – Anatomy of Pain 2", 2001; "V.J", 2002, (Best editing and best sound at 49th Festival of Yugoslav Documentary and Short Film); "Who killed Ante Marković?", 2003; "Serbia in a Garbage Can", 2004; "Vukovar – final cut", 2006; "Jar Full of Air", 2007 and others.

OPINION ON THE SELECTION:

I am happy to say that as the members of the selection committee, we managed to find the aesthetic key to select films as if we had known each other for ages, so there was no major disagreement among us. We had different opinions about 4 or 5 films, which is negligible having in mind the total number of films.

A possible change of the rules in submitting the programmes to the Festival or introduction of some new genres may be a good idea. I think that the existing genres are not a very brilliant solution, and perhaps subcategories of a documentary should be introduced, as well as more precise rules – for example, how many films a production or a country can submit. And so it happened that we got to watch 7 or 8 all evening Ukrainian films this year which is really a big number.

ZORAN KOPRIVICA (MONTENEGRO)


Doctor of drama arts in filmology. A lecturer at the Faculty of Philosophy, University of Nikšić on the subject Audiovisual culture and at Faculty of Drama Arts in Cetinje on the subject Theory of film. He is the author of four short films. He publishes texts in the fields of filmology, tvology and theatrology in expert magazines in the country and abroad.

OPINION ON THE SELECTION:

As you know the greatest number of programmes have been submitted to this year's Festival, and therefore the selection committee got an extremely hard and strenuous job. We had to see al the films in a proper professional and objective way. We made a considerable effort in order to see and assess all the films properly in a very short time.
We reached the criteria spontaneously, without having defined them previously, but they shaped themselves during the 5 days of intensive work. We got on quickly, which is the consequence of the amount of time we spent together.
As per deepness of the themes and films, several films were really superbly made, so that I even plan to introduce them as part of my lectures that I give to students in Cetinje and Nikšić.
