Festival OFFICIAL OPENING 
 
 
This year’s International TV Festival was 
inaugurated by one of the most important actors of 
ex-Yugoslavia,  respected director and producer, 
Ljubiša Samard�i � . Stressing his pleasure for 
being present at the TV Festival of Bar, Ljubiša 
Samard�i �  announced, with Montenegrin fritters 
and honey, that the audience of the Festival would 
have a chance to see his new film „The Scent of 
Rain in the Balkans“, created by motives of the 
bestseller written by Gordana Kui� .  
 
Through the manifestation of gala opening last 
night, the audience was led by four charming TV 
faces of the Television of Montenegro: Sne�ana 
Radunovi� , Tanja Piperovi� , Sabrija Vuli� , 
Nemanja Pavi� evi� . 
Very good-humored hosts wished good night in 
many languages, internationally, as it is befitting 
for a manifestation of international character as the 
Festival in Bar is. 
On the gala opening, the team was presented, 
which diligently worked throughout the year so that 
the Festival could shine in full glory in the end of 
October. The Festival selector, film critic 
Aleksandar Be� anovi� , was speaking about the 
selecting process of 235 submitted programmes 
and of choosing the best 70, and the international 
jury presented their expectations and first 
impressions.  
Director Husein Bato Dukaj, a close co-worker of 
one of the most important Montenegrin authors of 
programmes for children, spoke on the new award 
“Dragan Radulovi� ” in the category of children’s 
prorammes.  
Everyone who was at the gala opening yesterday 
agreed that this year as well, Bar hosted  the most 
relevant television makers from different countries 
from almost every continent. In the following five 
days, through their films, but also through various 
additional programmes, they will introduce the 
audience of the town of Bar and of whole 
Montenegro to interesting topics of the regions 
they come from. 
At the gala opening, which was again set up on 
four posts in and around the luxurious hotel 
Princess, there were invitees from artistic, political 
and social life of Montenegro, the region and the 
world.  
The gala opening was broadcast by TVCG on the 
First and Satellite programme, but also on EXTRA 
TV via its own channel. 
The author of the innovative concept and scenario 
was Marija Perovi� , FTV director and art director of 
the Festival, and the broadcast was directed by Dr 
Radoslav T. Staniši� . 
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The First Press Conference  
GREAT ATMOSPHERE  
 

There was an excellent atmosphere at 
the first press conference of this year's 
Festival. After greeting the guests, journalists 
and audience watching programmes in the 
official selection via Extra TV, Ljiljana 
� in� inovi� , festival director, apologizing for 
repeating the same sentence year after year, 
said that Festival again set records –235 
programmes from 167 production 
companies and 61 countries  were applied 
for this year’s Festival.   

 
Marija Perovi� , festival art director, 

invited citizens of Bar to participate in the 
Festival, use nice October days and visit 
some of the town’s locations where showing 
of films from the official selection will take 
place, as part of the project “Fest and the 
Town”. She also invited them to use the 
opportunity and come to the hotel Princess 
where they can get all the information 
regarding Festival and programmes. Marija 
Perovi�  emphasized the significance of this 
year’s project “Regional TV market” that will 
be the place of selling and buying TV and film 
projects.  

 
In reference to this year’s selection, 

Aleksandar Be� anovi� , festival selector, said 
that although he had to watch 235 
programmes, it was not a difficult task, but a 
privilege since authors recognize the 
importance of Festival in Bar and send really 
high quality programmes. That is why the 
selector (or selection committee) already has 
pre-selection process done for him and it 
makes his job easier. He said: “I believe the 
jury faces a challenging task this year.” �

TON VAN ZANTVOORT, THE 
NETHERLANDS 

Ton van Zantvoort was born in a small village in the 
southern Netherlands in 1979. After he successfully 
finished in only three years his graphic design 
education, he graduated with credits in 2003 at the 
Academie St. Joost in Breda. With his graduate film 
“Khamu Village” he got in the “top 10 of best student 
films” on the Dutch Film Festival. Also his short series 
of “Items” about the alienation of and the contrasts in 
the reality were screened on several big international 
film and art festivals.  
 
In 2005 he was five months in South America to 
make a triptych of films. The longest of the three 
independent films is 'GRITO de PIEDRA' and was 
world premiered on IDFA 2006. The film screened on 
many international festivals and was broadcasted by 
big channels, as ARTE (France, Germany, 
Switserland & Belgium). In that same year he was 
also nominated for the NFTVM award: the award for 
best new Dutch filmmaker. 
 
In 2009 he finished his second feature 
documentary 'A BLOOMING BUSINESS' that 
became a coproduction with the VPRO. The 
film screened on more than 70 international film 
festivals and won also many awards such as the Dok 
Leipzig Healthy Workplaces Film Award (Germany) 
, Cinema Planeta jury award (Mexico),FICA press 
award (Brasil), Millenium Festival Audience 
Award (Belgium).  
 
In the last 8 years he made dozens of short (art) 
films, teached on several Art academies and was jury 
member for international film festivals, and for 
organizations as Panasonic International. 
 

 
 
 

ROBERT TOMLJENOVIC , CROATIA 
 
 
He has spent more than 20 years of his career in 
media, in particular in the field of journalism, i.e. radio 
and TV informational programmes, and afterwards in 
TV production. He has had successful career in 
electronic informational programmes. He worked in 
Zagreb on Radio 101 as a journalist and editor. 
Afterwards, as the editor-in-chief of informational 
programmes and deputy programme director,   he has 
initiated informational programmes of former Family 
Radio (now Radio Antena), that was in the mid 90ties 
a leading radio news programme in the country. He 
started his TV career in 1999. with CNN Daily News 
(network of all local TV stations), where he introduced 
both in terms of programmes and personnel, led and 
edited main informational programme. CNN Daily 
News were the first real competitive informational 
programme to the one on HRT /Croatian TV/  
awarded by Croatian Journalists Society as best 
edited TV programme in 2001. He worked for more 
than 8 years for BBC World Service, 5 years as a 
correspondent from Zagreb, and 3 years as the editor 
of BBC Office in Zagreb.In 2003, he was appointed 
editor-in-chief of RTL TV informational programmes 
department. He participated in creation of RTL TV 
and established its informational programmes. RTL 
news soon set new standards in TV informational and 
sports programmes, with a different and more 
attractive approach to information processing and 
quality production. In the spring of 2005, he was 
appointed the head of Ring Multimedia which soon 
became one of the leading production companies in 
Croatia and in the region. For the last couple of years, 
Ring Multimedia became specialized in feature series, 
and is, among others, the production company of the 
series „Sun Valley “, „All will be well“, „Under a lucky 
star “, „Boomerang“, „Neighbors forever “ and many 
other genres such as awarded documentary “Great 
Shipwrecks of the Adriatic“.

DAY TRIP: OLD TOWN BAR 

 
 

 Old Town Bar is located at a steep cliff  
inaccessible from three sides at the foot of 
mountain Rumija. Defensive location and source of 
drinking water were the most important reasons 
why, in comparison to other coastal towns,  the 
location of Old Town was cca 4km away from the 
coast. This town, whose inhabitants were artisans 
and olive oil and salt traders, was being built 
successively for centuries. The oldest parts are on 
the protruding rock, where the town’s gate from X-
XI century is located. Today you may see remains  
of numerous churches of various styles from 
different periods. Foundations of  St George, 
Romano-Gothic Cathedral from XI century has 
been preserved as well as two gothic churches St. 
Catherine and St. Venerande, whereas from 
Ottoman period, powder mill and hammam have 
been preserved.
